stop signs, no chasing dogs, and warm temps in mid-March.

62 miles  8:00 am narrow shoulder on Hwy 41 in early am, wide shoulder on Hwy 

29, & low-traffic roads later in ride 
50 miles  8:30 am  wide shoulder on Hwy 29, low-traffic local roads 
23 miles   9:00 am  trails, low-traffic local roads, wide shoulder on Hwy 29 
16 miles 9:00 am trails, low-traffic local roads, wide shoulder on local Hwy 29  
  8 miles  9:30 am trails, low-traffic local roads      

 
the location:  McLeod Park in the center of Everglades City. 30 miles east of Naples. 60 

miles west of Krome Ave.  40 miles south of Immokalee.
